Notice to Exhibitors:  Telegraph, Telephone, and unsigned entries cannot be accepted.  Entries 
not on official AKC Entry Forms, and photocopies of Entry Forms without agreement and rules 
on the reverse side of the official AKC Entry Form are not acceptable. 
 
A Recording Fee and Event Fee will be required for each dog entered at any licensed or member 
club show.  These fees are to be collected by the show-giving club and paid to the American 
Kennel Club.  If a dog is entered in more than one class in the show, the Fees are to be collected 
on the first entry only. 
 
Dogs need to be present only at the scheduled time of judging.  No entry can be accepted unless 
the signatures of the owner or his/her duly authorized agent is affixed to the line at the bottom of 
the entry form. 
 
The Club and its Show Secretary assume no responsibility for wrong or incomplete information 
given on the entry blank by the owner or agent of the owner.  This Club and its Show Secretary 
assume no responsibility for the owner or ownerôs agent entering a dog twice or in a class for 
which the dog is ineligible to compete. 
 
Entry fees must accompany entries.  Entry fees will not be refunded in the event or errors or 
cancellation of entries after the published closing date, nor in the event that the dog is absent, 
disqualified, sick, lame, in season, or excused by the Veterinarian or judge or barred from com-
petition by the Bench Show Committee, or because the dog is ineligible to compete because it is 
incorrectly entered.  If because of riot, civil disturbances, or other acts beyond the control of the 
management it is impossible to open or complete the show, no refund of entry fees will be made. 
 
Confirmation of entry and judging schedule will be sent to the address on the Official AKC Entry 
Form after the closing date.  If an exhibitor has not received a copy of the Judging Schedule 
within seven days, the Show Secretary should be contacted. 

Exhibitors please note: effective for all shows held on or after July 1, 1980, dogs which according 
to their ownerôs records, but whose championships are unconfirmed, may be transferred from 
one of the regular classes to the Best of Breed competition, provided this transfer is made by the 
Superintendent or Show Secretary prior to the start of judging at the show.  (AKC Rules Applying 
to Dog Shows, Chapter 11, Section 6, Amended to December 10, 1996) 

Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee.  The Club will add a $20.00 collection fee to 
the amount of each returned check.  Subsequent returned checks from the same exhibitor may 
result in their being put on a cash only basis. 

All prizes will be awarded in the ring.  The club reserves the right to substitute any trophy with 
one of greater or equal value if conditions make it necessary.  No trophies will be mailed. 

The show giving club may decline any entries for cause and may refuse to receive or may re-
move any dog on account of disease, viciousness, or other causes and no one shall have any 
claim or recourse against the show giving club or any official thereof. 

Note:  Foreign dogs are eligible for Puppy Classes and Open Classes effective January 1, 1985. 

The welfare of the Exhibitorôs child is the responsibility of the exhibitor.  It is expressly under-
